Claims Reporting Instructions

During the policy period if a D&O, EPLI or Fiduciary claim is first made against you, you must give St. Paul Travelers Insurance written notice as soon as practicable, but in ANY event prior to the end of the policy period.
Even if you become aware of an alleged wrongful act that MAY give rise to a claim (i.e. EEOC or Dept. of Human Affairs filing), you must also report this potential claim to St. Paul Travelers Insurance in writing as soon as practical.


Written notice should include policy number, name of insured, name of claimants, and a full description of the events that may give rise to the claim.
